January is Rotary Awareness Month:

How often do we hear it said by Rotarians, that Rotary is poor at self promotion, and that
Rotary is one of the world’s best kept secrets? It's perhaps a problem with RI's theme
months that we focus on Rotary Awareness once a year when in fact it requires year round
attention. Rotary awareness and our ability to attract new members are very closely linked, |
believe.

At the recent Zone institute, fellow DG Dick Garner reported what he had been told, that
Rotary is a good “brand” (that is, it has a good name) but it has no “brand essence”. In other
words people don't really know what Rotary stands for. | believe that was a very valuable
insight from someone outside of our organisation, and it's a problem largely of our own
making. Rotary now offers such a wide array of programs that it becomes very difficult to
explain concisely, just what it is and does. This diversity also leads to inconsistent messages.
Within Australia, the District Governor's are agreed on the need for common promotional
tools. An example is a proposal for a single 1300 phone number (already in use in one
District) to handle enquiries about Rotary right across Australia. | will keep you informed on
progress here.

Unfortunately, promoting Rotary happens in much the same way as extending invitations to
prospective members — some do it frequently, but many prefer to leave these essential tasks
to others. Why is it so? Is there anyone reluctant to speak well of their own business or the
organisation that employs them? Treat your work in Rotary as a second vocation and talk it
up. | have asked you to show your pride in Rotary, because our personal enthusiasm is an
essential first step in getting others to take an interest in Rotary, and to want to join. Showing
pride can be as simple as wearing the Rotary pin as frequently as possible. It can be as
simple as displaying the 4-way test in a prominent position in the office or at home.

Within the Club Leadership Plan, the need for strong, continuous promotion at grassroots’
level has been recognised through the creation of a PR Chair position that ranks equally with
club administration, service projects and other committee chairs. Even if your club opts not to
adopt the CLP at this time, | do urge President’s to consider whether PR is getting the
attention it needs, and address any shortcomings.

Finally, don’t forget that raising Rotary awareness within your club is important too, and
essential for new members. Rotary terms, and particularly acronyms, that we take for
granted can be a complete mystery to a new member. Without a structured approach to
raising awareness, members are unlikely to ever truly comprehend the amazing scope of
Rotary’'s work or fully appreciate what a remarkable organisation they are part of.



Breaking News — RI Public Relations Grant awarded

| am delighted to be able to report in Rotary Awareness Month that the District has been
successful in its application for a public relations grant that was made available by R.I. to all
Districts worldwide. During our visit to the Rotary Club of Rockhampton North in August, a
suggestion was made by PP Greg Bradford’'s wife Lorraine, that we use car bumper stickers
to raise Rotary awareness in our District. In September RI announced the grant. A concept
and cost discussion with AG Russell Jordan followed, and my thanks go to Russell and his
team, who produced a great design featuring the “Humanity in Motion” theme. An application
for funding was submitted in October and fingers crossed. Now we have $US2820, to which
the District will add $A1670 to make it all happen.
