In the 2006-07 Rotary year, Rotary International invited clubs worldwide to apply to
participate in a pilot program aimed at testing the impact of a different meeting frequency on
club effectiveness. The Rotary Club of Monto applied and was accepted into the program.
They are the only participating club in D9570, and their progress over the six year term of the
trial will be watched with great interest. The objectives of the trial are to:-

Retain and increase club membership;

Increase support to The Rotary Foundation (by participation in programs and
donations);

Increase successful service projects (community and international);

Increase the number of club members that are able to serve
beyond the club level;

Increase meeting attendance;

Improve gender balance in the clubs’ membership;

Decrease the average age of the clubs’ membership; and

Improve overall diversity within the club’s membership.

The President of the Monto Club, Col List advises that members voted to take part in the
meeting frequency trial, mainly because they believed that this would make it easier to attract
new members. From experience they have found that the reason people baulked at joining
was because it was too much of a commitment to attend meetings weekly. “We have not had
any one nominated as yet so we don't know at this time whether it will have any effect”, Col
said.

The members decided to meet fortnightly, as twice monthly would have been confusing, and
there would have been gaps of three weeks between meetings in some months.

One problem experienced already is that Club funds that are raised from members, such as
the surcharge on meals and the nightly raffle and Sergeant at Arms, have been cut in half.
The Club has had to increase these charges.

We have only had 3 meetings since the trial started .

Attendance was 80%..... 100%........ 71%

Most members seem to be happy with the new meeting times.
